08-01-2013, the Lt Governor of the National Capital Territory of Delhi is pleased to make the following notification:-
B Whereas, a Commission namely “Delhl Commission for Safai Karamcharis” was set up vide Notification No.
F. 1{1)/LA-2003/L1/06/7697 dated: 6th December, 2006 under Delhi Act 7 of 2006 as passed by the Legisiative Assembly
of the National Cipilal Territory of Delhi on 8" November, 2006 and assented to by Hon'ble Lt. Governor, Delhi on
25-11-2006 with the objective to safeguard the rights and interests, and the redressal of the grievances of the Safai
Karamcharis residing in Delhi and for matters connected therewith or incidental thereto,

3. And whereas as per section 14 of the above said Act, “the Commission may submit to the Government a Special
Report on any matter of public importance pertaining to the interests of Safai Karamcharis”;
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4 And whereas the Commission submitted a Special Report on 20/04/2012 1o the Government of National Capital

Territory of Delhi regarding cleaning of sewers in Delhi;

5. And whereas the Government constituted a Committee under the Chairmanship of Secretary of the Commission,
Chief Engineer (Deihi Jal Board) and Chief Engineer (DSIIDC) as its Members on 16/07/2012 to examine the aspects of the
Special Report as well as for suggesting guidelines/norms to be adopted while undertaking the sewer cleaning;

6. And whereas above said Committee submitted a repont to the Government on 25/07/2012;

1 And whereas, the Government after considering the Special Report of Delhi Commission for Safal Karamcharis
as well as remedial measures recommended by the Committee Iin its report, hereby notified that:—

l. Manual sewer cleaning is banned in Delhi.

L. In certain extenuating circumstonces, if it is necessary for human entry in the sewer line, it should be: —

A With the opprovol of on officer of the level of at least o Superintendent Engineer.

8. The entry shouid be in the presence of an officer of the level of ot least an Assistant Engineer
who would ensure the compliance of all safety measures including those given in Annexure-A.

8. This notification shall come into force with immediate effect.

Annexure-A

Norms/Safety Guidelines to be followed by Department/Civic
Agencies/Contractors while undertaking the work of sewer cleaning.

1 STATUTORY PROVISIONS FOR SAFETY

. There are laid down g.uidelines for safety measures to be adopted by each department in regard to workmen
deputed for de-silling/cleaning of sewers under Section 36 of the Factories Act.

. There is also a BIS code of practice for safety precautions to be taken when entering a sewerage system
(BIS code no. 11972-1987)

L REQUIREMENTS FOR DUTIES REQUIRING ENTRY INTO CONFINED SPACE

1. Persons considered for employment in confined spaces shall be physically fit and capable of understanding the given
training. Those with the undernoted disabllities shall not be recruited for this type of work and those who contract
these should cease to be employed in this capacity.

® A history of heart disease or disorder,;

* During the summer or hot period, persons shouid be allowed to go inside the manhole during morning hours or
when the temperature is low,

* No Person should work inside the manhole for more than 15 minutes at a stretch. He shauld be withdrawn
Jlterwards and Lhe next person be sent.

* Smoking, naked lights or fires should not be permitted with 3 m of any manholes.
* Men working in manholes or sewers must have with them their gas detecting and other safety equipment.

* When the sewers are large enough to be entered, guard bars or chains must be kept in position across the sewer
downstream of the place of the work.

¢ Alifeline must be used when working in sewers with a fast flowing current and special care must be taken when
cleaning blockage.

* Copy of the safety measures in Hindi/local Janguage be provided 1o such workers

Proper arrangements should be made for arranging treatment including arrangements to ensure speedy
admission and treatment at any hospital in nearby vicinity of the site. The information of each accident should be
given immediately to the concerned authorities.

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in a event of a man collapsing suddenly, when it is thought that this is due to “gas” the top man musl be warned
at once. Unless the casualty can be removed quickly, the men with him must immediately return 1o the surface.
No further rescue attempt should be made without breathing apparatus, and help must be summoned at once
by telephoning for the fire and ambulance services.

Each worker working in the Main Sewer Division engaged in cleaning and de-silting operation of the sewer lines
manholes etc. shall be medically, examined once a year and shall not be engaged if he is suffering from any of
the diseases such as respiratory, skin, eye problems, infections, cardio vascular, spinal, psychiatric nature etc. The
contractor shall submit with the contractee agency, a certificate from 2 registered medical practitioner showing
that the workers to be engaged for the said contract of cleaning and de-silling operation, are not suffering from
any of the above mentioned ailments.

The workers should be provided with vaccination against certain diseases which sewerage workers normally
suffer due ta the nature of their work.

First Aid Box properly stocked including washing bottles 1o wash away skin and eyes, should be kept

The contractors engaged by local body for sewer cleaning and de-silling work, should take oul workmen
insurance policy at the contractor's cost (individual or group) for Rupees One lakh for each worker engaged by
him for the work of sewer line and/or de-silling in order to cover’ death of the worker, permanent disability or
hosgpitalization of the worker caused by the said work. Similar insurance cover will also be arranged by the local
hody/authority responsible for operation amd maintenance of sewer lines for its regular roli/casual roll
employees engaged in such jobs.

A.vehicle with the safety equipment such as breathing apparatus, diver's suit, air blower, escape set etc., should
be available to meet any emergency. The same vehicle shall have other facility such as first aid kit provision for
eyewash, etc. This vehicle should be used as a ambulance van in case of an emergency of accident.

List of the contractor's employees including their residential addresses, age, etc. is required to be supplied by the
Contractor in a separate register. -

In the contractor has engaged 20 or more labourers, it is required to be registered under the Contract Labour Act
and inter state Migrate Labour Act, wherever applicable.

Contractors should abide by all the rules and regulations in respect of labour laws prescribed by the Govt.
Authorities and submit the returns etc.

The workmen compensation should be paid to the contractor’s employees as per the provisions of workmen'’s
Compensation Act.

After working in sewers or manholes.

The ganger, foreman, ASI or Junior Engineer site incharge must check carefully that all men have left the sewer or
manhole:

It shall be ensured by the concerned Superintending Engineer that the workers are allowed to enter the manhole only

in the presence of the AEE’s/JC's and responsible authorized representative of the contractor after following all safety
rules and procedures.

» The concerned Executive Engineer under whose jurisdiction the work of the sewage cleaning is being undertaken

shall act as nodal officer who ensures strict compliance of the working condition, safety norms and to meet with
statutory directions in this behatf.
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® While preparing the estimates for undertaking all such work, the expenditure on safety norms and provision of

safety/protective gear forms an essential sub-head of the estimate and all these cost form part of compaosite
waork.

® Al necessary personal safety equipments & protective gears as stipulated are kept available for the use of the
Person’s employed on the site and maintained In a condition suitable for immediate use, and the contractor may
be directed to 1ake adequate steps 1o ensure proper use of equipment by thase concerned before the worker is
llowed to enter. :

® When the worker is employed in sewet and manholes they are provided with protected fears like gum boots,
heimets, gloves, PVC protective body suits, gas mask with oxygen cylinders, torch and safety beit with rope.

® Air blowers are used to flow of fresh alr through the manholes. Whenever call for portable air blowers they are
used for ventilating the manholes.

® The workers are issued an employment card in form 14 of the CL (R & A) Central Rule, 1971 within three days of
the employment of the worker by the contractor.

¢ The workers is medically examined before the commencement of the work and at a regular interval of fortnightly
free of the cost and copies of medical records are furnished in the office of Superitending Engineer.

® During the execution of the work, if a worker is diagnosed with disease due to cleaning of the sewer/manhole
work, the treatment of the disease shail be given free of cost by the concerned department.

« Compensation shall be paid by the respondents and recoverable from the contractors, if permissible in law, to all
the workmen suffering from any occupational disease, ailment or accident in accordance with the provisions of
accident in accordance with the provisions of the, Worker's Compensation Act, 1923.

® On the death of any worker, including any contract worker, an immediate exgratia solatium of Rs. One Lac with
liberty to recover the same from contractors, of permissible in law shall be paid.

® To ensure payment of all statutory dues such as provident funds, Gratuity and Bonus to all the sewer workers,
including contract workers, as applicable in law.

® Aproper record of all the happening in the site order book shall be maintained which shall include -—
® Provision of safety equipment of the contractor.
¢ The date about pre-inspection of sewer lines before entering.
® Training of safety workers.
® Use of safety gears and safety equipments.
® Barricading of working site.
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
